2 . Launching Agriculture Innovation Mission for Climate

4 . Commission publishes report on the state of play of the unfair trading practices

Directive

[ European Commission] By 31 July 2021, 16 Member States notified complete
transposition of the Unfair Trading Practices (UTP) Directive. Generally, the Member States
followed the overall approach of the Directive. A majority of them went beyond the
minimum protection level for farmers and small agri-food businesses established in the
Directive. Most Member States extended the Directive’ s list of UTPs or made the
prohibitions stricter. Member States generally followed the sectoral approach of the
legislation and applied the requirements to the agri-food supply chain. Those are among the
key findings of the interim report on the state of the transposition and implementation of the
UTP Directive published today by the European Commission.

Charisma and agrarian crisis: Authority and legitimacy at multiple scales for rural
development

claimed responsibility for much agrarian development during the first half of the 20th century
through massive development projects in countries like India and the United States, but rural
communities now encounter a plurality of legitimate responses to crisis. As Max Weber and
his critics have shown, crises are opportunities for charismatic actors who may appear in the
form of programs, tools, plants, and leaders provided they assemble a passionate coalition
of political supporters and offer a way to fulfill an aspiration derailed by the crisis. Plural
models of alternative agrarian development reorganize political, social, and ecological
relationships through commodities and didactic educational programs. In each case, charisma
is tied to political relationships with potential for both collective action and violent Othering.
Case studies from Indian agriculture at three scales show how such crises break from state
and local programs, and how charismatic entities capitalize on that void to forge new
alliances.

6 . Sustaining Rural Areas, Rural Tourism Enterprises and EU Development Policies: A
Multi-Layer Conceptualisation of the Obstacles in Greece

#E The main lever for the development and promotion of rural tourism in Greece has been,
and continues to be, through specific EU programmes. Rural tourism in Greece began with a
long delay compared to other European countries. The development philosophy was (and still
is) to increase rural incomes as a complement to agricultural and livestock production, not by
degrading them. This theoretical paper presents previous research studies in rural tourism and
EU development programmes and it describes how European financial tools intended for
rural tourism were implemented in Greece. Furthermore, it describes the challenges faced by
rural people involved in the development of rural tourism in seeking European funding
through a multi-layer approach on the obstacles in the EU funds absorption capacity. The
analysis shows that the legislation, design of the programmes, processes from local
governments, bureaucracy and malpractices create constraints in the absorption of EU funds
and the results in the rural tourism development are not the expected ones. It concludes that
there is a need for reforms in the national institutional framework and structures along with a
different philosophy in approaching the EU funding initiatives in rural areas
